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PURPOSE:


	To fulfill a desire to develop fellowship together, and to further develop our knowledge and appreciation of fine wines through regular planned tastings.





MEMBERSHIP:


	1. Membership shall consist of not more than ten (10) men who have a knowledge and appreciation of fine wines as well as a continuing interest in expanding their knowledge.


	2. Members who are unable to attend a minimum of six (6) regular tastings between, and including, the regular annual meeting held in March each year, will be expected to resign.


	3. Following the acceptance of a resignation by the President, new candidates for membership will be selected by those members attending the next regular tasting.  Candidates will be selected from a list of guests who have attended regular tastings.  The Secretary will notify absentee members by mail, immediately following the tasting, the names of candidates for membership.  Votes to accept, or reject, will be by secret ballot of those attending the first regular tasting following the tasting in which the candidate(s) was proposed.





DUES:


	Dues shall be $15.00 per year, payable in advance at the annual meeting held in March.  Dues income shall be used to defray club expenses such as mailing and glasses, but not for regular scheduled tasting expenses.  Dues may be applied to pay the cost of affiliating with national tasting or wine appreciation organizations.  Dues in excess of expenses at the end of the year, March 1st, may be applied toward the cost of a social evening for members and wives.





MEETINGS:


	Meetings shall be held in conjunction with regular scheduled tastings.


	1. There shall be nine (9) regular tastings each year on the third Thursday of each month except July, August, and December.  Each member shall host a tasting in turn.  At the tasting, the host shall furnish the wines, see that sufficient glasses, water, waste containers, pencils and scoring sheets are provided.  There should be cheese, bread and/or fruit available for cleansing the mouth between wines.


	2. It shall be the host’s responsibility to notify the members in writing or E-Mail one to two weeks in advance of the date and place of the tasting and the wines to be served, if so desired.  If it is indicated that there will be full membership in attendance, the host may invite one guest for a maximum of eleven tasters.  If less than a full membership indicates expected attendance, the host may invite additional guests for a maximum of ten tasters.  Hosts are requested to select guests from the alternates list.  It shall also be the host’s responsibility to clean the glasses and provide them, as well as the bottle covers, for the next regular tasting.





OFFICERS:


	1. A President shall be elected annually at the March meeting to serve a term of one year.  It shall be his responsibility to preside at the meetings or tastings and carry on such other business as comes before the gathering.  He shall schedule the tastings, appoint the hosts, and generally oversee the organization.


	2. There shall be a Secretary elected at the March meeting to serve a term of one year.  It shall be his responsibility to gather the scoring sheets, tabulate the results, and send a summary to each member immediately following a tasting.


	3. Officers may serve a maximum of two consecutive terms and may be re-elected for a third or fourth term only after a minimum of one year out of office.





AMENDMENTS OR ADDITIONS:


	These by-laws can be added to, or amended, by simple majority vote of the membership at any meeting or tasting.





QUORUM:


	At any regular scheduled meeting, or tasting, a quorum shall consist of six (6) members.
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
